REQUEST FOR ON-CAMPUS VISIT OR JOB SHADOW

It is the practice of Valley City High School to grant two days of excused absences to a senior student to allow for on-campus visits and/or job shadowing.  These days may be scheduled to allow for visits to more than one campus or job site on the same day.

Seniors who do not have excessive absences or unexcused absences and are eligible for graduation by the end of the academic year are allowed to take two college visit/job shadow days. Following the proper protocol listed below, these absences will be marked “CV” on their attendance and will NOT count against their total absence count.
College Visit/Job Shadow Procedure
· Arrange a job shadow experience/campus visit with a college/job site.
· Parents must call in to excuse student for this visit.
· Student will fill out blue slip from Senior High office prior to absence.
· Student must visit Counseling Center secretary to obtain campus visit/job shadow materials needed, and must provide dates, organizations, & contacts to Counseling Center.
· Student must return completed “Campus Visit Reflection” and/or “Job Shadow Reflection”, along with a thank you, to the Senior High Office within one week of the visit in order for the visit to be marked as “CV”. 
The purpose of an on-campus visit or job shadowing experience is to allow the student to obtain information about the campus and/or the career field that he/she is considering. Seniors should use the campus visit/job shadow days to:

On-Campus Visit:

1.
Gain information about the institution and areas of study.

2.
Visit with advisors, professors, and students in the senior’s interest areas.

3.
Get admission requirements from an admissions counselor.

Learn about campus housing, rules and activities.

5.
Visit the campus financial aid office.

Job Shadow:

1.
Gain an understanding of the job role of the person that he/she is shadowing.

2.
Enhance the student’s career development.

3.
Deepen the student’s understanding of the career field he/she is considering.

Receive realistic career information that will aid the student in making career 
choices and/or post-secondary education planning.
VCHS encourages students to make wise use of campus visit/job shadow days to assist in planning for college and making college and career choices.
